· Reflection on any changes or challenges to your thinking around: reasons why some countries have remained poor, overseas aid, applying principles of human centred development such as participation, equality, dignity and human rights to the global context;

· Critical reflection on your experience of participating in the programme and any challenges or changes to your thinking/world view/behaviour as a result;

For this assignment you are required to conduct a critical exploration of an intercultural issue relevant to 
Ireland and/or the world.  
Once you’ve decided on an issue that really interests you, you will need to do some research.  You must keep a record of your sources of information and include this in your project.  

Specifically your project should deal with: 

Part A
· Define and describe the issue you will explore; 
· Why and how this issue is relevant in the world today;
· How the issue is impacting individual, groups and/or society;
· Social, economic, political, historical and cultural factors involved;

· Who are stakeholders involved? Allies? Obstacles? ;
· What action is being taken to address the issue by different actors (such as communities and activists, Governments, aid agencies, NGO’s and international Institutions?);

· How has thinking (integration, multiculturalism, assimilation, and interculturalism) impacted on action? 
· What are the tensions and power dynamics involved in the issue and the response of different actors to it?
· What are the challenges in tackling the issue?
Part B 

· Using Community Development values and principles, develop a possible strategy as a response to the issue presented;
· Consider the level at which it should be targeted (strategic, regional, local, group or interpersonal). It may be that multiple levels could  be targeted;

Part C 

· Do a short (15 minute) presentation on the issue for the group (date tbc)
The project assignment may be presented in a variety of media, for example written, audio, video, graphic or any combination of these.  However, please keep in mind that whatever media chosen, evidence of work with citations will need to be submitted for external examination.
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
